What is the purpose of this update?

Description of this fund
The Conservative Fund invests mainly in income assets, but includes some growth assets. It is suited to investors looking for a low level
of risk and are willing to accept a relatively modest level of returns.

Geared Growth Fund by a fund in the Booster Investment Scheme which this fund invests into. These funds are all issued by Booster
Investment Management Limited.
