What is the purpose of this update?

The Conservative Fund is suited to investors who seek modest returns on average over the short to medium term, allowing for some
shorter-term ups and downs. We aim to achieve this by investing primarily in income assets, while including some growth assets.

4 Ruby was allocated by default to the fund and has not switched out of the fund so no member fee is charged to Ruby. If Ruby switches
out of the fund and back into the fund, Ruby would be charged a membership fee of $3.00 per month if her balance is greater than $500.
